We are pleased to be sending you this, our 34th newsletter. Godfrey’s Pond is the areas “best kept secret”. Our website,
www.godfreyspond.org has become a very useful tool for us to get you the latest information that you need, and for prospective new
members to discover the secrets that those of us fortunate enough to belong to the club have known for a long time. The very best way to
keep informed is to attend our monthly membership meetings held on the second Friday of each month in the clubhouse meeting room at 8
pm. You will hear membership, financial, and committee reports and be able to participate in any business conducted. Our success, over
the years, has come from listening to our membership; apolicy that has always served us well.

We are going to undertake a program that we did years ago, here at our club, before going to Avon every fall. We will be hosting the
annual National Hunting & Fishing Day celebration in conjunction with the Genesee Co. Federation of Sportsman’s Clubs. Dates for
this event will be Sept. 24" & 25™ times to be established at a later date. This is an excellent way to show the public our dedication to
conservation and the outdoor sports and we hope to draw large crowds. This endeavor will also assist us in our goal to maintain our
membership at a good level in order to provide the facilities you desire. This is a large undertaking and we will need the assistance in the
planning and preparaﬁo% stages in addition to help on the grounds for those two days. Dave Knapp has agreed to chair this project and,
if you wish to help out, please contact Dave or reply back to our website or the caretaker and we will be sure to get in touch with you. We
are looking for numerous vendors and displays to enhance the day. If you, or anyone you know would like to set up a table to sell outdoor
oriented items or to have a display that is outdoors oriented, be sure to contact us early. We will keep you informed of the progress by
notices in the kiosk and on our website. Please roll up your sleeves and give us a hand in this very ambitious but important endeavor.

The “Vukman” and “Ruckle” shelters and the “Pratt Memorial” pavilion are all able to be reserved. If you wish to reserve one of these
shelters, or reserve the clubhouse, you must submit your request in writing. The request must contain your name, address, telephone
number. the approximate number of people in your party, the date requested, alternate dates if possible, an alternate shelter choice if
possible, the nature of your event, and, in the case of the clubhouse, the approximate time in and time out. The Ruckle and Vukman
shelters have a minimum party size of 15, and the Pratt pavilion has a minimum party size of 30. The clubhouse cannot be reserved from
Memorial Day through Labor Day. Requests are honored on a first come first served basis by the post-marked date on the envelope. Any
requests brought to a meeting will go to the bottom of the pile. If you fail to show for your reservation you will be sent a bill for $25.00 by
the club _unless you cancel your reservation at least seven days prior to your reservation date. This affords another member the
opportunity to utilize the shelter. Remember to submit your request early. They are acted upon only at the regular (second Friday) and
Executive Board (third Wednesday) meetings and must be in our hands prior to those times. Each year, some of you lose out by failing to
request early enough to be acted upon prior to your desired event date. Be sure to check our website for availability prior to submitting
your request so that you don’t request a date that is already taken.

Tent & Trailer Camping

We offer tent and trailer camping facilities for our members at very nominal pricing. We have 50 trailer sites
with electric and water hookups, and 35 tent sites, all in close proximity to bathrooms and shower facilities.
Grills, garbage cans, and picnic tables are available on, or in close proximity to each site for your use. You

must keep your site clean and neat at all times and no_alcoholic beverages are to be left unatiended at your
Site at any time and must be secured in your absence.

. If you wish to camp, check in with the caretaker upon_arrival and you will be assigned a site. A new rule put in place in 2006
requires that you also must sign out with the caretaker upon departure. If you leave without signing out, you will be billed at the
daily rate until you do. You may have overnight guests at your site, however, guests are not entitled to rent their own site.

Camping options and fees for 2011

Payments go to the caretaker. Do not include your camping fee with your dues payment on one check.

1. Any member that camped on a site for three consecutive months of the 2010 season will be able to reserve that same site for
the 2011 season . To qualify, the fee for the entire season must be paid to the caretaker in advance, in full, by April 15,

2. Beginning on April 16* and ending on May 1%, any other member not qualifying under the conditions of item # I will be

allowed to select any unreserved site for the season. The full season fee must also be paid to the caretaker in advance, in full,
by May 1,

3. Campers desiring a site that do not take advantage of either items #1 or #2 must line up no earlier than 8 AM on Saturday,
May 21*. Any camper arriving prior to 8 AM will be asked to leave the property and return after 8 AM. At 9 AM, the campers
will be allowed to select their sites from any remaining open sites on a first come basis.

4. Seasonal Fees: Tenting shall be 8775.00. Trailers shall be $1000.00. Trailers with air conditioning shall be $1200.00.

5. Monthly Fees: Tenting shall be $160.00. Trailers shall be $190.00. ( Trailers with air conditioning shall be $240.00 from June
1 to September 1 ).

Daily Fees: Tenting shall be 87.00. Trailers shall be $12.00. ( Trailers with air conditioning shall be $15.00 from June I to
September 1 ).

7. Second refrigerators shall be charged at the rates of $100.00 per season, 320.00 per month, or $1.00 per day.
We hope that all of you who enjoy camping will come down and enjoy the facilities with us this season, whether it be “roughing It” in

a tent or enjoying all the luxuries of home in a modern trailer. The campgrounds are here for you and your family to enjoy. If you
have any questions, please contact our President and Camp Chairman, Dave Knapp, or the caretaker.



Dues Renewals and the State of the Membership

Your 2011 dues bill is attached to this newsletter. Please submit your dues payment before the April 1st deadline. You will have a

20 day grace period until April 20th to pay without penalty. After that time, a final bill is sent to all unpaid members granting a
final ten days and including a late fee of $10.00. Renew early and save us the expense of the second mailing. You may pay by mail,
in person to the caretaker, or to me at my home, whichever is most convenient for you. If you pay by check and it bounces, you will be
sent a letter and will owe the original amount plus a $20.00 penalty and your membership will be suspended until it is made good.

At the close of 2010, our regular senior membership file stood at 944. We will be looking for at least 150 or more new members once
again in the year 2011 due to the fact that we lose members each year for various reasons, especially in this economy. Remember,
3$.86 of every dues dollar goes out to pay for labor, insurance, utilities, property taxes and routine operating expenses. However, we
still remain the best outdoor entertainment for your dollar that you will find. Your family membership only costs you $.36 per day.

We gain public interest in the club from our website, Mike Rickards’ advertising campaign, our annual “Open Houses”, and the
National Hunting & Fishing Day event to be held at our facility this year. By actively promoting the club to the public, we are able
to sustain our membership at a financially responsible level. We_need your help to accomplish_this goal. Please see the calendar
on page one for our membership drive events. As always, the facilities are open to the public at these times and we encourage you to
ask your friends to attend. There will be interesting exhibits around the grounds, Ken Rumble and his crew of volunteers will have hot
Jood available, jackets, hats, t-shirts, and sweatshirts to sell to raise playground funds, and club members will be on hand to answer

questions and act as tour guides if desired. We need your help in order to conduct an effective membership drive.

The policy of granting a complimentary membership to any club member who sponsors five new senior members throughout the fiscal
year of January 1* to December 31st will continue. This is a great opportunity to help make your club financially stronger and
receive your 2012 dues free of charge. A membership application blank is included with this newsletter. Please put it in the hands of
someone that you feel would enjoy the type of outdoor facilities that we provide. Additional application blanks can be obtained from
any club officer or director, at the caretaker’s, or I can send them to you in the mail if you so request. We prefer to sustain our
membership at a 1000 +/- level rather than have increases in the dues and fees that we are forced to charge in order to fund the
taxes, labor, and insurances that we must provide for in addition to the optional activities and programs that make us what we are.

Remember also that we conduct a “Christmas” membership special for those of you who wish to make a wonderful gift of a
membership in our club to someone. If we receive the application, accompanied by the initiation fee by mid December, the
application will be voted upon and take affect on January 1%, 2012 and will be good for 15 full months instead of the usual 12 month
renewal cycle. This makes a great gift for someone who enjoys the great outdoors and all that we have to offer. If requested of me,
you will receive a notification letter on club letterhead that you may give to the fortunate recipient announcing the gift.

Donations & Volunteering

For several years now we have requested and received donations from many of you able and willing to help us. This money is used
to continue work on the pheasant, waterfowl, and trout facilit. Due to budget constraints, we are unable to do work of this
magnitude out of dues funds alone. Last year, through your generosity, we added 34,265 to this fund. We were able to purchase
several species of pheasants and waterfowl to add to our display and plan to add even more this coming year. These funds also assist
us in our efforts to rear and stock our own trout in our5 acre trout pond. The major expense there is feed. Stop in and see our new
brooder house when you are down. It’s a top notch facility and one to be proud of Please read the Fish & Fowl report in this letter.

As in the past, your dues bill contains a line for contributions. If you wish to support this project, add in your contribution to your
dues bill on the line provided and it will be held in reserve for this program. Expenses for major projects such as this are not cheap

since we are dealing with heavy equipment usage, concrete, lumber, wiring, pipe, etc. A great deal of the work is being done by club
volunteers but we also contract out some of the work that is beyond our means to accomplish. We wish to sincerely thank those of you
who have assisted us in the past and to let you know that your money will be put to the good use that you intended.

Some of you might like to consider supporting this or other projects at the club with a memorial or endowment. This is commonly

done here and goes a long way in furthering our goals. A memorial or endowment is a meaningful way to remember a loved one and
assist the club with its programs at the same time. If you wish to consider this, feel free to contact me for details.

Reminders

1. The club operates a 1500 acre licensed pheasant hunting preserve that runs for five months beginning on October 1" . Shooting
days are Monday, Wednesday, Saturday, Sunday, and holidays. Contact the caretaker, Gary Heale, or the committee chairman,
Frank Gallo, for more information. Back tags, bird tags, rules, and preserve maps are available from the caretaker after Sept. 5"

2. You must registering any guest that you bring to our club upon their arrival. Sons and daughters of members are not allowed to
bring guests without their parents being present. You are responsible for your guests’ behavior. Any non-member found on the
grounds, regardless of circumstance, is potentially subject to arrest for trespass if they aren’t registered in with the caretaker as a
guest for the day. All members receive a strip of 6 free guest tickets with their membership card for their use.

3. There are still a number of people who take out a boat and fail to pay. The most common offenders are young children and
teenagers. It is your responsibility to inform your children that the boats must be paid for upon return. The box is on the clubhouse

wall. Boats must be signed out on the sheet on the clubhouse and back in again upon your return. No exceptions. If you get mud
or seaweed in_the boat, vou will be asked to clean it out. Also, please remove your trash when finished.

4. We ask that you strictly observe the speed limit signs both on your way in and out. We have many young children that are on our
roads during the summer season and we don’t want to face the tragedy of a needless accident.

7. College student step-up membership deferrals are granted to sons and daughters while enrolled in college as full time students.
The normal step-up membership process at age 18 is delayed until their schooling is completed or until they drop out. If you have a
son or daughter entering college, contact me and they will be put into the college file, which allows them to take their step-up at a
later date when they are more financially able to do so. If your son or daughter doesn’t attend college, or enter the armed forces, and
they reach their 18" birthday, they are no longer covered under your membership and must be registered as guests when on the
grounds. They have one year after their 1 8" birthday to take their own “step-up” membership without having to pay the initiation fee.

8. We will be trying something new to assist us in our weed control. Over the years we have tried chemical control, dredging, drag
lines, bulldozers, and grass carp, all to little avail. While some worked, to an extent, none of them solved the real problem which is
the organic sediment that covers the bottom of the pond. This is primarily from decaying pondweed and leaves that go to the bottom
and decompose. There is a new product on the market called a super bacteria which is harmless to people, animals, or fish and yet
eats organic material. We will apply it to a select area in the back pond above the dam with the aeration system this season on a trial
basis. Before and after measurements on the sludge depth will be taken. Others around the country have had great success with it.

9. For your information, the year that you joined as a senior member is printed to the right of your name on your dues bill and to
clear up some confusion, guest tickets are mailed with your membership card AFTER you pay your annual dues.

Please take the time to complete the survey, detach it, and sent it back to us. We value your input. We look forward to seeing you this
season and, with your help, to building an even stronger club and more pleasureful facility for you, your families, and guests.
